1. Eve of Hari Raya Puasa: Early Dismissal Option on 21 April, Friday 
 
This month we are celebrating Hari Raya Puasa, or the festival of Eid, on 22 April, Saturday. 
  
Muslim students celebrating Hari Raya Puasa will be given the option to be dismissed early 
on 21 April, Friday, the eve of Hari Raya Puasa. Should you wish to opt for early dismissal, 
please make your own transport arrangements to pick your child/ward at 10.30am either from 
the bus stop gate or at the Foyer (for pick-up by car). Please note that the school gate will be 
opened from 10.30am onwards for cars to drive in. We appreciate your 
adherence to this timing and not to arrive too early in order not to cause a 
possible traffic jam.  
Please note that dismissal will be staggered by levels to facilitate a smooth 
process. Kindly fill in your child’s/ward’s details and the dismissal 
arrangement in the FormSG link: https://go.gov.sg/2023raya-earlydismissal 
or QR code provided.  
 
For students who are taking the school bus and wish to opt for early dismissal on this day, 
kindly inform your school bus driver of your arrangements.

There is also no need for gifting of goodie bags in 
school as birthday celebrations can still be meaningfully done through the giving of well wishes 
or singing of birthday song to the birthday child. We seek your kind understanding and 
cooperation in this matter.   
 
 
5. Changes to Homegoing Arrangements 
 
It has been more than a term and students are more settled in their daily homegoing 
arrangements. We seek parents’/guardian's understanding to confirm any changes to daily 
homegoing arrangements with your child/ward before they go to school. Teachers and school 
staff may not be able to communicate any ad-hoc changes to the homegoing arrangements 
on time to your child/ward as they may be engaged in teaching and other duties during 
curriculum hours. 
 
We would also like to remind parents/guardians to inform the school bus drivers ahead of time 
if your child/ward is not taking the bus on a particular day. This ensures that school personnel 
and bus drivers need not spend time looking for your child/ward leading to the delay of the 
bus dismissal schedule. We seek your understanding on this.
